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Whiting Confit with potato, kalamata olive
tomato salad and tapenade dressing - Serves 4

In response to numerous requests we are excited to share with you a culinary
delight from esteemed Head Chef, Lothar. This Whiting Confit creation is
perfectly complimented by a light rosé. Hotel Manager Tracy suggests the
Yering Station Pinot Rosé 2008 from the Yarra Valley in Victoria.

Ingredients:

Whiting fillets 4 per person

Olive oil 250ml

Garlic 1 bulb, lightly smashed
Thyme 1 sprig

Bay leaf 1 per person

Lemon peel of 1 lemon

Kipfler potatoes 2 per person

Kalamata olives 4 pitted

Oven dried roma tomatoes
Yellow cherry tomatoes
Caper berries

2 cut into quarters
4 per person, lightly grilled with olive oil
4 per person

Basil leaves a few lightly brushed with olive oil
Garnish:

Sea salt for sprinkling

Lime 1 cut into quarters

Tapenade dressing*

Method

Season fish, heat oil with garlic, thyme, bayleaf and lemon peel, up to
65°C. Maintain heat for 20 Minutes. Submerge fish fillet in the oil for 4-6

minutes or until just cooked.
Remove and drain off excess oil.

Boil potatoes let cool and peel.
Slice into 1cm slices.

Arrange whiting fillet on
potato, and the rest of the
ingredients. Sprinkle with
sea salt and serve with a lime
wedge and tapenade dressing.

*Tapenade dressing:

Garlic (only a little) Black olives
Thyme Olive oil
Anchovy Lemon juice
Capers

Blend all ingredients in a blender until smooth.

SEA HERITAGE RESTORATION PROJECT

In addition to the Mawson’s Huts Foundation we also support work carried out by the New
Zealand based Antarctic Heritage Trust, responsible for the conservation programmes for
Scott’s historic expedition bases at Cape Royds and Cape Evans.

Over a hundred years ago British school children raised funds to purchase the dogs for
Captain Scott’s 1910 expedition, and we continue to participate in this great tradition,
recently receiving recognition by the Trust for funds raised to assist their Ross Sea Heritage
Restoration Project.

In the Trust's newsletter they said “Thanks to Don Mcintyre’s excellent auctioning skills
Orion Expedition Cruises also held a very successful auction onboard. Special thanks to
Sarina Bratton, Don and Margie Mcintyre, Di Patterson and all of Orion’s staff for making
it such a success and raising over US$14,000”.

And thanks to our generous guests too! Matched dollar for dollar by the February
Foundation this fund-raising effort will in effect be worth over U5$28,000 to the Antarctic
Heritage Trust to help conservation of Captain Scott’s 1910 base and the large collection
of artefacts left over from the expedition.

Orion will be returning to Antarctica for the 2010/11 season. Our expedition to
Commonwealth Bay departs Dunedin on the 28th December, with our voyage to the Ross
Sea departing Hobart on the 27th January 2011.
